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INFORMATION FOR SUPPLIERS

Good day.

The Defence Materiel Agency under the Ministry of Defence (hereinafter referred to as the contracting authority) informs that as of 1 February 2025 a new provision of Article 46, Clause 21 of the Public Procurement Law of the Republic of Lithuania (hereinafter referred to as the Public Procurement Law) has entered into force, stating that "the contracting authority shall exclude a supplier from the procurement procedure if the supplier has not complied with the measure of criminal sanction imposed by a court decision, i.e. the ban on participation of a legal entity in the public procurement".

It should be noted that this is a mandatory ground for exclusion.

Taking into account the new provision of Article 46(21) of the Public Procurement Act (PPA), which entered into force on 1 February 2025, and the interpretation of the Public Procurement Service of 29 January 2025 "New Grounds for the Exclusion of Suppliers enter into force as of 01.02.2025" https://vpt.lrv.lt/lt/naujienos-3/nuo-2025-02-01-isigalioja-nauja-pasalinimo-pagrindas/ ), the contracting authority revises Annex 4. Grounds for exclusion of suppliers, required qualification requirements and Annex 5. European Single Procurement Document (ESPD).
