"TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS FOR PROCUREMENT OF GLASS STAGE EUROPEAN EEL FOR RESTOCKING PURPOSES IN LITHUANIA"

Procurement object title: Fish
Procurement object code (category): 03311000-2
Quantity of goods, scope of services and work: Live glass stage European eel (Anguilla anguilla L.). Minimum quantity to be purchased is at least 400 kg. Maximum quantity to be purchased is 610 kg.

REQUIREMENTS (SPECIFICATION)
1. Eel age stage: "Glass eel"
2. It is planned to be acquired at least 400 kg, but not more than 610 kg of glass stage eel. The purchased quantity will depend on the price per kilogram offered. Eels must be delivered alive and healthy.
3. Eels must be delivered in packages of up to 5 kg. 
4. Destination of delivery: Fisheries Service under the Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Lithuania (hereinafter - the Contracting Authority) Southern Region Pisciculture Division Laukysta of the Department of Pisciculture. Address: Mančiūnų k., Žaslių sen., Kaišiadorių r. LT-56408, Lithuania.
5. The eels must be legally caught – the supplier must provide an official document confirming the lawful capture of glass eels in accordance with the legislation and quota allocations of the respective Member State (e.g., a catch certificate, a capture declaration, or another official document issued by the competent authority confirming lawful capture). This document must be submitted in advance, prior to dispatching the eels to Lithuania.
6. Eels must be healthy – a veterinary certificate for intra-EU trade of imported eels is obligatory.
7. The supplier must deliver all eels between 1st February and 30th April 2026.
8. Exact date and time of delivery to the Fisheries Service under the Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Lithuania Southern Region Pisciculture Division Laukysta of the Department of Pisciculture, must be agreed with the Contracting Authority 3 working days in advance. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:
9. After winning the tender, the supplier must enable the Contracting Authority’s representatives to perform an expert evaluation of the acquired eel before delivering them to Lithuania. The costs related to the expert evaluation shall be paid by the Contracting Authority.
10. Within 72 hours after delivery of glass eels, dead individuals will be selected, counted, weighed and stored in the freezer.
11. 72 hours after delivery of the glass eels, the supplier will be entitled to be at the Contracting Authority premises and participate in the selection of dead individuals.
12. The Contracting Authority will pay for the remaining live eels after an adaptation period of 72 hours.
