For the purpose of applying this ground for the exclusion of a Supplier from the procurement procedure, the time limits laid down in Article 401(1) of the Law on Tax Administration shall be applied, counting from the date on which the infringements referred to in Article 401(1) of the Law on Tax Administration were committed, but in any event, these time limits may not exceed 3 years;
c) has committed an infringement of the prohibition on prohibited agreements laid down in Article 5 of the Law on Competition of the Republic of Lithuania or in a similar legislation of another country and less than 3 years have elapsed since the date of the infringement;
d) the Supplier has failed to perform a Procurement Contract concluded in accordance with this Law, the Law on Public Procurement or the Law on Procurement carried out by Contracting Entities in the field of Water Management, Energy, Transport or Postal Services, or a Concession Contract, or has performed it improperly, and it has constituted a material breach of the Contract, as referred to in Article 6.217 of the Civil Code (hereafter referred to as a material breach of the Procurement Contract), which has resulted in termination of the Contract or a court decision that has entered into force in the past 3 years, which has satisfied a claim by the contracting authority, the contracting entity or the awarding authority for compensation for damages suffered as a result of the Supplier's performance of an essential term of the contract with serious or persistent deficiencies, or a decision of the contracting authority that the supplier's performance of an essential term of the contract was seriously or persistently deficient and that, as a consequence, a contractually imposed penalty has been taken within the last 3 years. On this basis, the Supplier shall also be excluded from the procurement procedure where it has been established, in accordance with the legislation of other countries, within the last 3 years, that, in the context of a previous procurement or concession contract, it has implemented an essential requirement set out in the contract with serious or persistent deficiencies, which led to the premature termination of the previous contract, to the award of damages, or to other similar penalties.

6. ACCEPTANCE OF THE TERMS OF PROCUREMENT

1. With this RTP, I declare that the supplier I represent wish to participate in the procurement, that he meets all the requirements for suppliers set out in the Procurement documents, and that we provide requested documents.
2. I am familiar with the Procurement documents, as well as with the applicable laws of the Republic of Lithuania, sub-legislative legal acts, which regulate the procedure for conducting public procurements and which may have an impact on any relations between the contracting authority and the supplier, arising out of and/or related to this procurement.
3. I accept the conditions and procedures set out in the Procurement documents.

7. SUPPLIER’S DECLARATION ON REQUIREMENTS RELATING TO NATIONAL SECURITY 

1. The supplier, its subcontractors, the economic entities whose capacities are relied upon, or persons controlling them, and the goods offered by the supplier (including their manufacturers) do not pose a threat to the national security of the beneficiary state;
2. The supplier I represent does not have a Russian involvement exceeding the limits laid down in Article 5k of Council Regulation (EU) No 833/2014 of 31 July 2014 concerning restrictive measures in view of the actions of Russia to destabilise the situation in Ukraine, as amended by Council Regulation (EU) No 2022/576 of 8 April 2014 on Ukraine's sanctions against Ukraine. In particular, I confirm that:
(a) the supplier I represent (and none of the members of the supplier group) is not a Russian citizen or a natural or legal person, entity or body established in Russia;
(b) the supplier I represent (and none of the members of the supplier group) is not a legal person, entity or body which is owned, directly or indirectly, by more than 50 % by an entity referred to in point (a) of this paragraph;
(c) neither I nor the company I represent is a natural or legal person, entity or body acting on behalf of, or at the direction of, an entity referred to in paragraph (a) or (b);
(d) the entities listed in points (a) to (c) are not involved as subcontractors, suppliers or entities whose capacities are relied on by the supplier represented by me where they account for more than 10% of the contract value.
3. The supplier, the sub-suppliers I have used or will use in the future, the entities whose capacities I rely on and/or will rely on, the manufacturers of goods (and their components) are not subject to international sanctions implemented in the Republic of Lithuania, as defined in the Law on International Sanctions of the Republic of Lithuania.
4. In this procurement, the supplier does not offer goods or services, their parts, components and / or their subdivisions, which are manufactured in the states or territories indicated in the list provided for in Article 92(14) of the Law on Public Procurement.
5. Immediately inform the CPVA and the Beneficiary of any changes in its organisation, supply chain or production strategy that may affect the Supplier's obligations under this Contract.
